Lancaster Cairn Dedication

On 24 November 1952 a Lancaster aircraft operated by 407 Maritime 
Reconnaissance Squadron crashed not far from this location while 
attempting to land in adverse weather conditions.  Eight of the ten 
personnel on board perished.

Objectives of the Air Force Association of Canada include preserving 
the heritage of Canada’s Air Forces and the provision of support to the 
Air Cadet programme.  888 (Komox) RCAF Wing, in conjunction with our 
integral unit, 101 North Island Squadron in Port Hardy, and 386 (Komox) 
Squadron, Royal Canadian Air Cadets, have joined with 19 Wing Comox, 
407 (MP) Squadron, the Demon Association, and the Air Force Museum 
to dedicate a cairn in memory of the crew of KB 940.  As we honour our 
past, the young cadets performing today represent our hope for the 
future.
